How we believe that the parishners would keep this as secrets? To the contrary they lose respect to the individual religious in question and eventually to the larger religious family!

The second element is to solicit greater generosity in our mission to the poor and in our responsible accountability to the community! Let the Oblates be known by their special commitment to the poor in their many faces! Our greatness shall lie in the way we do the small things with great commitment! The two fold duties of our Religious life viz., to the poor and to the community are like two sides of the same coin! The poor we meet impel us to live a simple and poorer life in our community, with greater accountability and transparency maturing to fruition in generosity!
